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PSYCHOANALYTIC CODE OF HEROINE’S TRAUMA
BY THE S. PROTSYUK’S NOVEL “DESTRUCTION OF THE DOLL”

The article is devoted to the analysis of artistically realized trauma in the heroine of S. Protsyuk’s
novel “Destruction of the Doll”. The work of the Ukrainian writer fundamentally reveals important issues
of psychological formation and identity of the individual in the post-Soviet period, burdened by social
and individual traumas. Artistic modelling of the signs of psychoanalysis (trauma, trauma transmission, trauma
projections, space of silence and unlove, destructive feelings and emotions, corpus of obsessive thoughts,
etc.) makes it possible to interpret S. Protsyuk’s work as a novel of trauma, which is amenable to productive
analysis in the psychoanalytic dimension.

Objective — to identify artistic markers of psychological destruction and components of psychotrauma in
the heroine of S. Protsyuk’s novel “Destruction of the Doll”.

Methods: by analyzing the text of the novel using the psychoanalytic method, studies of trauma, the specifics
of artistic modelling and the peculiarities of the poetic depiction of trauma as a key identifier in the psychotype
of the main character, which affects the form-content unity of the work, were clarified.

Results. A number of negative influences are identified as the key destroyers of the heroine’s psyche in
the novel, including unfavourable conditions of psychoidentity in the Soviet period, authoritarian parenting,
marital conflict, destruction of healthy moral and family values, pathological worldview, etc. Disorientation in
worldly imperatives, the result of the pressure of totalitarian ideology, conservative and authoritarian upbringing,
indifference and coolness in relations with parents, lack of parental love and attention, social disorientation,
anxiety and wariness, apathy are the factors of psychological trauma of the heroine of S. Protsyuk’s work.
Destructive attitudes, the collapse of healthy interpersonal relationships, distorted frames of behavior, constant
projections and transfers of trauma to non-love traumatized the heroine of the novel “Destruction of the Doll”.

Conclusions. The lack of a positive example of healthy family relationships, parents’ restraint in
communicating with each other and with their daughter, the pressure of the Doll as a complex of destructive
factors, long-term mental stress, a state of indifference provoked the appearance of mental armour and agnosia
in the character as significant factors of psychological traumatization. Neurosis, mental tension, the need for
restraint, self-restraint and self-control, vigilance led to the mental duality of the heroine, extremely close to
mental pathology. Constant mental stress, excessive anxiety, and neuroticism had a negative impact on Anna
Sorochenko’s personal, psychological, and social identity.

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The purpose of this article is to study the semantic features of Ukrainian and Belarusian interlingual
homonyms with the relation of semantic inclusion. Methods: theoretical method (definition of interlingual
homonyms), component analysis (splitting of word meanings into separate semes, depending on differential
features), contrastive method in combination with methods of mathematical set theory (selection, classification
and systematization of factual material), structural-semantic method (determining of the type of semantic
transformation of interlingual homonyms), descriptive method (description of the semantic features of selected
Ukrainian and Belarusian homonyms. Results. In the course of the research, it was found out that Ukrainian
and Belarusian interlingual verb homonyms with the relation of semantic inclusion most often denote various
actions (physical, emotional), less often, they express a state or a transition from one state to another. Non-
derivative noun homonyms, covered by semantic inclusion, describes mostly objects, their components,
substances and places. The polysemy of nouns denoting beings is caused by the combination of several semes
in one word or the development of figurative meanings. Nouns that form verbs or derive from them principally
describe a state, a consequence of an action, a process or an object. Correlated homonymous adjectives
connected by semantic inclusion mainly describe external and internal characteristics. Adverbs derived from
adjectives usually also retain the relation of semantic inclusion and form homonymous pairs. Conclusions.
Having analyzed the semantic features of Ukrainian and Belarusian interlingual homonyms characterized by
semantic inclusion, we can state that it arises as a result of the asymmetric development of the semantic
structure of etymologically related words and is observed in cases when either Ukrainian monosemantic word
corresponds to Belarusian polysemantic one, or Belarusian monosemantic word corresponds to Ukrainian
polysemantic one, so compared polysemantic words differ in number of lexical-semantic variants and figurative
meanings, as well as when one of the lexemes has a broader meaning, or the meaning of one of them is specific
and the meaning of the other is generic (provided that the lexeme with a narrower or specific meaning does not
have others semes inherent only to it).

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In 2023, for the first time in Ukraine, the work of Andreas Gryphius, one of the most famous representatives
of the German Baroque, was presented in a separate book, which contains more than 100 poems of various
genres translated into Ukrainian, which creates the prerequisites for a more detailed study of his poetic universe.

The purpose. The article highlights the problem of axiological identity and self-identity in the poems
of A. Gryphius, which should create a new perspective for understanding the poet’s existence and projects
the possibility of rethinking his aesthetic and ethical experience in modern social and cultural realias.

Research methods are formed in accordance with the main provisions of cultural literary studies
and discursive analysis. The connection between poetic texts and various contexts, in particular in the aspect
of axiology and identity, is clarified through the prism of cultural literary studies. Discursive analysis is
used to study the components of the construction of axiological identity in the poetic texts of A. Gryphius,
to clarify the influence of historical events, cultural and artistic phenomena, the author’s personal experience
on the formation of a value paradigm and its reconstruction in the research reception.

The results. The article summarizes aspects of the literary study of the sonnet “Tears of the Fatherland”
(“Trénen des Vaterlandes™), a landmark for the work of A. Gryphius, highlights the features of the entry of this
sonnet and translations of baroque poetry into the Ukrainian cultural space, notes the important contribution
of baroque art to the identification of the spiritual life of Europe, creation of common intellectual and artistic
culture for the European continent. It is established that the axiological identity in the poetry of A. Gryphius
is constructed through the expression of stability in the time of war destruction and troubles, the imperative
of spiritual values (faithfulness to the faith that undergoes persecution; glorification of professional and moral
virtues; exposure and condemnation of external falsity and mental baseness). The exaltation of the spiritual in
the works of A. Gryphius is quite often combined with teachings and a call to a righteous life.

Conclusions. In the poetry of A. Gryphius, the typological features of the Baroque and an individual
worldview are organically combined. The motive complex of poetic works is formed under the influence
of historical events, cultural and artistic phenomena of the 17th century. Axiological identity is represented
by a set of Christian, civic, national, ethical and aesthetic values. The poet’s self-identity is constructed
at the intersection of the catastrophism of life during the Thirty Years’ War, the value paradigm of Protestantism,
and personal cognitive and emotional experience.

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Structuralism as a method of getting knowledge generalizes structural methods aiming to systematize
knowledge and model it within the general methodology. The study of structuralism began in France as a result
of a series of studies carried out in the social sciences and humanities in the 1950s and 1970s. Structuralists sought
to understand human culture and experience within a system of signs governed by rules to form the meaning or
values in various contexts: linguistic, social, literary and cultural. Linguistics as a philological science initiates
structural methods within the framework of semiology, which later penetrated into narratology, the theory of text
and discourse based on the works of F. de Saussure, K. Lévi-Strauss, and M. Foucault and these methods do not
lose their relevance in modern linguistic studies. The purpose of the article is to analyze the stages of development
of structuralism in linguistics. Methods include general scientific approaches that include analysis, synthesis,
induction, deduction, and formalization method. The results are related to the identification of three aspects
of understanding structuralism in linguistics as a general method of the humanities, the meaning as a structural
phenomenon, and F. de Saussure’s semiology in connection to linguistic activity. Conclusions. As the result
of the theoretical analysis, it was established that according to the selected aspects of structuralism in linguistics,
its role is decisive not only in the context of structural, but also cognitive methodology in linguistics. In addition,
structuralism as a general method of humanities becomes a general principle that prompts the development
of this philosophical concept in studying not only language structures, but also thinking process. Purely linguistic
features of structuralism are that it investigates functioning of basic units and connections in language, which
characterize formation of lexical meaning through a set of defined rules and operations in a relatively closed
and necessarily structured system. It is promising to develop theories of cognitive linguistics that do not deny
the existence of a semantic or lexical structure, but, on the contrary, it aims to interpret it in connection with
the consciousness and mental activity of a person.

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Purpose — to construct the models of formation of onims’ derivatives based on four degrees of derivation in
the Ukrainian language, to analyze and describe the word-formation meanings and also their types of formation.

Methods. To realize the goal, a new approach to the study of word-formation families with onymic vertices
in the Ukrainian language has been developed, the following methods and techniques were used: descriptive,
structural, word-formation analysis, word-formation modelling. The structural method, especially the method
of Immediate and Ultimate Constituents, demonstrates that a world-formation family is an organized unit
of derivatives with a common root, where the word-formation pair is the simplest formation, the word-
formation chain and word-formation paradigm are more complicated.

Results A new approach to the study of the models of word-formation families with onymic vertices in
the Ukrainian Language has been developed in the article. The word-formation families have been modeled
and the derivative lexemes have been systematized according to the degrees of derivation; the structure
of word-formation families have been presented and the models of formation of onym derivatives based on
four degrees of derivation have been constructed; the structure of word-formation families has been analyzed.

Conclusions. In Ukrainian the most productive formation models of onyms derivatives based on four
degrees of derivation were constructed; they are: [, «— _A], [, « OAL [L <« A« O [L < AN« Al
and [ «— A « 0_ <« _A]. In Ukrainian the leading method in formation of derivatives in analyzed word-
formation families is affixation. The most productive types of affixation are prefixation, suffixation
and prefixation-suffixation. The less productive type is word-composition (the formation of a new word
by combining two or more stems, words or their abbreviations), the representation of other types of word-
formation is minimal. The word-formation families, derivatives of which are on the first and on the second
stages of derivation, predominate. The most numerous derivatives of all word-formation families are those
of the first degree of derivation, as noun and adjective derivatives are formed.

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The dynamic and mobile nature of the modern world has its influence on the cartography of the creative
space, within which a special place is occupied by the generation of new writers of the “cultural borderline”.
Keeping the cultural codes inherited at birth, they produce a qualitatively new type of creativity which is more
open to external circumstances and highly inclusive in terms of ideological orientations.

Purpose — to describe the paradigm of the types of writers whose creative space stands at the crossroads
of different cultures. It is also worth mentioning that a number of factors, including the affiliation of authors
to the post-colonial discourse, the background of their migration, and the writers’ linguistic and cultural self-
identification should be taken into account.

Methods. The usage of the cultural-historical method is caused by the necessity to reveal the common
factors of formation of multicultural prose in the context of social and historical development. The comparative-
typological method is applied in order to study the typology of “cultural borderline” writers. In the process
of studying multicultural prose special attention is paid to post-colonial and imagological studies, the theoretical
apparatus of which is used while analysing the nature of the creativity of “cultural borderline” writers. The
imagological method provides an opportunity to study the national ethno-images, as well as the categories
of self/other.

Results. The present paper outlines strategies for identification and typology of writers who create their
texts at the crossroads of different, and sometimes diametrically-opposed, cultural and literary traditions.
According to the fact of their belonging to the post-colonial discourse, the “cultural borderline” writers are
divided into: 1) post-colonial writers who in fact come from former imperialist countries; 2) writers with
an ambivalent identity, the multiculturalism of their creativity is not connected with the dissolution of colonial
systems or its consequences. In turn, according to the focus of attention on one’s “self” or “alien” culture,
postcolonial writers are divided into two groups — multicultural and intercultural ones. Meanwhile, the division
of ambivalent writers into two categories — hybrid and transcultural ones — is related to the reasons for their
migration.

Conclusions. The study of creativity of multicultural authors poses challenges to researchers. The modern scientific
discourse has witnessed a problem associated with the lack of comprehensive typology of “cultural borderline”
writers that would take into account all the factors affecting the nature of their creativity. The criteria developed for
the identification of “cultural borderline’ writers, as well as the types of intercultural interaction that arise in their texts,
will help in the further study of their works, created at the crossroads of cultural and literary traditions.
